REGISTRATION INFORMATION

Registration documentation may be found online by going to the following website http://tappan.a2schools.org/tappan.home/2011_12_school_registration_materials_ , downloading, and printing them off.  You will then need to complete the forms and bring them with you to Tappan’s registration on Thursday, August 25th.  Sixth graders come from 8:00-11:00 a.m.  Seventh graders are scheduled from 11:00 a.m.-1:00 p.m.  Eighth graders are due from 1:00-3:00 p.m.

Instead of the green emergency cards, we are implementing something new this year.  We will have the new form available when you come to register your child and there are some things you may need to bring with you in order to complete the form:

· Emergency contact phone numbers

· Doctor’s phone number

· Dentist’s phone number

· Hospital’s phone number

· Change of address will require a copy of your mortgage or lease agreement

If you have a child who requires medication during the day, there will be forms available for you to pick up.  Our school nurse, Mrs. Debita Graham, will also be there to collect 

any medications you have for the clinic.

OPENING DAY – Tuesday, September 6th
The school year begins on September 6th which is a full day of school.   AAPS bus service will begin that day for those students eligible for transportation.  This is a full day of school.  Students may enter the building beginning at 8:00 a.m.  (Students eating breakfast enter at 7:45 a.m.)  The first class begins at 8:10 a.m. with the last class ending at 2:56 p.m.  Students will report to their advisory teachers at 8:10 a.m. to pick up their schedules, locker assignments and combinations, and other information.  Students will attend all of their classes on the first day of school.  Students should bring basic school supplies, i.e. paper and pencil.  We recommend that students use an accordion folder, or a 3 ring binder with dividers to keep their papers organized.  7th & 8th grade students with outstanding obligations will not be issued a locker or be able to participate in any sports or clubs until the obligation(s) are fulfilled.

Students will eat lunch at school the first day.  Please review the information about the lunch program that is enclosed in this packet.  If applying for a free or reduced price lunch, please provide your child with a lunch until the application is approved and you are notified.  If you submitted an application for a free or reduced price lunch in previous years, you will still need to submit an application for this school year.  To avoid delays in approval, the form must be filled out completely.  Brochures for the Voluntary Student Accident Insurance are available in your child’s grade office for parents who are interested.

Mark your calendar! – Curriculum Night – Thursday, September 15 – 7:00 p.m.

Come visit each of your child’s classrooms and meet your child’s teachers.  Parents will follow an abbreviated schedule and learn about each class, the curriculum, grading, instructional practices, and special events.
